BS-8 teleconference minutes - #4
24 July 2001

Participants: Vlado Bazjanac (LBNL, author of these notes), Fred Buhl (LBNL), Brian Crawfield (Carrier), John Deal (Carrier), Robin Drogemuller (CSIRO), Jim Forester (Marinsoft), Philip Haves (LBNL), Kirk McGraw (CERL), Kent Reed (NIST), Darko Sucic (IKE), Peng Xu (LBNL).

Activity report.
Task 1 (Connectivity) - Kent is preparing to tackle the task.

Task 2 (Time series) - a mini-teleconference was held two weeks ago to discuss types of data in time series; the team is now defining use cases for the comparison of simulated and measure data, the types of time series in E+, and the detection of event-based change.

Task 3 (HVAC object/attribute/relationship sets) - 10 primary types of equipment (excluding chillers and boilers) were selected at ASHRAE meetings in Cincinnati; 10 volunteers will lead the effort to define attributes for each. Phil is seeking input (in writing, via e-mail) on what else to include for modeling.  GPC 20 is waiting for a new chair and for the minutes from the meeting in Cincinnati.  Chiller manufacturers are reportedly sensitive about disclosing performance specification data.  Manufacturers should feel safe as such disclosures are not needed for BS-8 work to proceed: BS-8 is about modeling HVAC objects and attributes, not about populating the model with data.  Requests for inclusion of attributes should be sent to Phil.

Task 4 (Electrical systems) - the tabulation of "electrical events" in E+ has started.

Tasks 5 and 6 (Controls model + Relationship to BACnet) - the examination of how controls are handled in E+ has started.  Phil is trying to identify people in the controls area who are interested in data modeling and is looking for work in other industries from which to borrow.  NIST's work on chemical processes may provide leads to models of control of chemical processes.  IKE was not able to find anybody in Germany with interest and track record in controls modeling.  Theo Frutiger may be right person in the U.S. to get Siemens involved.  While JCI is a big company, it apparently has only a modest R&D budget - Tim Salsbury is apparently not working on controls.  Phil is pursuing other personal contacts.

Task 7 (Integration of BS-7) - boilers (missing from the Cincinnati list of 10 primary HVAC objects) are modeled in BS-7.  A decision where to complete boiler components (in BS-7 or in BS-8)  will be hopefully reached in a mini-teleconference after Veijo returns from vacation at the beginning of August.

Tasks 8, 9 and 10 (EXPRESS model, IFC model integration, and Early implementation) have not started yet.  Hannu is upgrading the BS Pro COM Server, and is working on its interface to IFC 2x.

Tasks 11 and 12 (Project support + Coordination with the overall CEC/PIER project) - both supporting agencies (DOE and CEC) are continuously informed about the work.

Tasks 13 (The Project Advisory Group) -the purpose of such a group is to provide review and guidance from outside of the project and to serve as an additional resource.  The group is expected to communicate electronically and to meet with the project two to three times before summer 2002 (the next face-to-face BS-8 meeting is now scheduled for September 17-18 in Berkeley).  Group members should be recognized industry experts who are not actively engaged in BS-8.  The list of candidates includes Fried Augenbroe (Georgia Tech), Mike Holmes (Ove Arup & Partners, London office), Andrey Livchak (Halton, Finland), Kirk McGraw (CERL), Alisdair McGregor (Ove Arup & Partners, San Francisco office), Alastair Watson (Leeds University), and others.  At least one more group member from Europe is being sought.

BS-8 budget.  Vlado and Phil have defined a preliminary project budget.  They will discuss it with the affected task leaders when the funding actually arrives at LBNL.

Action items from previous teleconferences.  Jim is still collecting information on the existing BACnet-related property sets and will distribute the document when ready.  Everybody still needs to prepare a short paragraph on what they and their organizations do and send it to Vlado.  EDIBATEC dictionary is taking longer to translate than expected; presumably, it is still not ready (it is vacation time in Europe).
