BS-8 teleconference minutes - #5
21 August 2001

Participants: Vlado Bazjanac (LBNL, author of these notes), Fred Buhl (LBNL),  Robin Drogemuller (CSIRO), Jim Forester (Marinsoft), Reijo Hänninen (Olof Granlund), Philip Haves (LBNL), Rob Hitchcock (LBNL), Jan Karlshøj (CarlBro), John Kennedy (GeoPraxis), Kirk McGraw (CERL),  PC Thomas (UNSW).

Activity report.
Task 1 (Connectivity) - Kent was not available for a progress report.

Task 2 (Time series) - Preliminary agreements on what should be included in BS-8 time series were reached in two additional mini-teleconferences.

Task 3 (HVAC object/attribute/relationship sets) - Peng is collecting attributes from different sources, including E+.  Phil will review the status and will update the content on the web page.  He is still waiting for the report from ASHRAE about the GPC 20 primary 10 types of equipment.  gbXML submitted several HVAC definitions (a populated XML file with generic equipment elements, as well as a results file).  Phil will review that submission.

Task 4 (Electrical systems) - the tabulation of "electrical events" in E+ is continuing.

Tasks 5 and 6 (Controls model + Relationship to BACnet) - not much progress was reported because Phil was out of town quite a bit since the last teleconference.  Tim Salsbury sent a list of possible new contacts.

Task 7 (Integration of BS-7) - nobody from that task attended the teleconference, so no new information is available.

Tasks 8, 9 and 10 (EXPRESS model, IFC model integration, and Early implementation) have not started yet. Hannu fixed a few bugs in the old version of BS Pro COM server.  He will have the new BS Pro 2.0 server ready today. 

Tasks 11 and 12 (Project support + Coordination with the overall CEC/PIER project) - both supporting agencies (DOE and CEC) are continuously informed about the work.  Dru Crawley from DOE expects this project to deliver.

Tasks 13 (The Project Advisory Group).  It was decided to invite the following people to the meetings in Berkeley as members of the advisory group: Fried Augenbroe (Georgia Tech), Chip Barnaby (Wrightsoft), Mike Holmes (Ove Arup & Partners, London office), Kirk McGraw (CERL), Alisdair McGregor (Ove Arup & Partners, San Francisco office) and Alastair Watson (Leeds University).  Mike Holmes and Alastair Watson are expected to participate via a telephone link.  Vlado will set a video link with the LBNL office in Washington, DC so that participants from that area can be "live" without traveling to Berkeley.  Andrey Livchak (Halton, Finland) will apparently be attending a conference in Naples and not available at the time.  Vlado will send BS-8 materials to the Project Advisory Group prior to the meeting.  The meeting will start with a review of tasks' work (Monday morning), will proceed with inter-task interaction and will conclude with comments and advice from the Advisory Group (Tuesday afternoon).

Other matter.  The IAI Implementation Support Group (ISG) is finalizing IFC 2x implementation views, which will include HVAC views and will be finalized in the ISG meeting in Munich September 7.  The status can be viewed in the meeting minutes at the ISG web page.  Hannu preparing HVAC requirements and Vlado will contact Thomas Liebich about a specific BS-8 view.  Phil gave the BS Pro paper at the Building Simulation 2001 conference in Rio de Janeiro last week.  It was well received.  So was Vlado's paper on the acquisition of geometry.  Quite a few papers presented at the conference referred to IFCs. Robin and PC will organize a meeting about BS-8 in conjunction with the IAI technical meetings in Sydney the week of October 22 (the meeting will likely take place in the afternoon on Monday, October 22).

Action items from previous teleconferences.  Jim is still collecting information on the existing BACnet-related property sets and will distribute the document when ready.  Everybody but IKE still needs to prepare a short paragraph on what they and their organizations do and send it to Vlado.  No report was available from France: EDIBATEC dictionary was taking longer to translate than expected; presumably, it is still not ready (vacation time in Europe should be over by now!).  Vlado posted Hannu's list of IFC 2x HVAC definitions on the BS-8 ftp and web sites.  Phil is still waiting for a report from Duane Barrett before doing the same for the list of GPC 20 primary 10 types of equipment.

Action items:

· Everybody except IKE still needs to prepare a short paragraph on what they and their organizations do and what they will contribute to BS-8, and send it to Vlado by Friday, September 7.

The next general BS-8 teleconference will take place in October.  We will pick the date during the meetings in Berkeley in September.  It will start at 14:30 GMT.
