BS-8 teleconference minutes - #7
4 October 2001

Participants: Vlado Bazjanac (LBNL, author of these minutes), Martha Brook (CEC), Jim Forester (Marinsoft), Philip Haves (LBNL), Rob Hitchcock (LBNL), Mike Holmes (Ove Arup), Veijo Lappalainen (VTT), Fritz Schmidt (IKE), Darko Sucic (IKE).

Activity report.
Task 1 (Connectivity) - Kent outlined the components of a connectivity model that will apply to HVAC.  A brief white paper will be ready in less than two weeks.  A large issue, the harmonization of connectivity concepts from different professions (building services, structural steel, etc.) still needs to be addressed.  The IAI Technical Advisory Group (TAG) will discuss this in a teleconference in two weeks.  The EXPRESS modeling of the connectivity model will proceed after that.

Task 2 (Time series) - EXPRESS modeling of the time series schema is almost finished (it will be completed in the next day or two).  A white paper will be distributed for review in about a week.  It is now quite clear what the model needs to include, and that is all incorporated in the schema.  Any new elements resulting from this review and any feedback from the Atrium project will extend this schema.

Task 3 (HVAC object/attribute/relationship sets) - List of HVAC components will be completed by the end of this month.  November will be devoted to review, and EXPRESS modeling should start by the beginning of December.

Task 4 (Electrical systems) - Not much progress was reported since the last teleconference on October 4; the effort was concentrated on the time series task.  The work on this will resume in about a week.

Tasks 5 and 6 (Controls model + Relationship to BACnet) - Phil is forming a controls task force: Johnson Controls, Siemens, and possibly some people from Canada.  This task force is expected to start activity in the next couple of weeks and will produce a model of physical components first.  The definition of sequences of operation and control strategies will come later (in a year or two).

Task 7 (Integration of BS-7) - No news were reported.  This task is proceeding as defined in the last teleconference on September 17.

Tasks 8, 9 and 10 (EXPRESS model, IFC model integration, and Early implementation) - With the modeling of time series in EXPRESS, the modeling team started productive work well ahead of original schedule.  Modelers have committed to a very aggressive schedule  The preliminary model will be ready for review around the first of the year.  Hannu plans to start upgrading the BS Pro COM Server as soon as he receives the schemata.

Tasks 11 and 12 (Project support + Coordination with the overall CEC/PIER project) - Both supporting agencies (DOE and CEC) are continuously informed about the work.

Tasks 13 (The Project Advisory Group) - No news were reported regarding the Project Advisory Group. 

Rescheduling of the face-to-face meeting.  The new proposed dates for the BS-8 meeting originally scheduled at LBNL for September 17-18 are now November 29-30.  These need to be confirmed in the next week or so.  A meeting at LBNL at the very end of November will match nicely the end of review of the list of HVAC and electrical components, in time to begin their modeling in EXPRESS.  Another face-to-face meeting can then be scheduled around the ASHRAE meetings in Atlantic City in the middle of January.
